The following steps should be performed on a regular basis to maintain your Lloyd table in a smooth operating
condition and to assure its long life and top quality appearance.

*

An initial inspection and periodic future inspections should be made to insure that nuts

and bolts have not loosened in shipping or during daily operations.
Your Lloyd table should be lubricated every six months. Parts to be lubricated are all
pivot points, and metal to metal sliding mechanisms.

(DO NOT LUBRICATE FRICTION LOCKS)

The cushions should be cleaned daily with a mild soap & warm water solution to

remove body oils. Rinsed & dried

Chrome parts should be cleaned on a weekly basis for appearance.

The hydraulic fluid recommended for the pump, is a lubriplate HO1 hydraulic oil, and

Perform periodic inspections for oil leaks or drips.
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The following sections provide explanations on the operation of your Lloyd table. All references to right and left, will be in
relationship to your view, as you face table from the foot end. All references to the front will refer to the head end of the
table. Those to the rear will refer to the foot end.

Head Cushion

The head cushion is designed to provide a multitude of positions & operations through our Add On Paper (AOP), Deluxe
Headpiece and optional Total Dimension Flexion™ Headpieces.

When the desired height is determined simply release the Elevation Knob (No. 2) to lock.

To Lower the Head Cushion

1. Turn the Elevation Knob upward to unlock. While unlocked push down on the cushion to lower.
When the desired height is determined simply rotate the Elevation Knob (No. 2) down to lock.

Face Opening Adjustment

1. The Head Cushion’s face opening can be opened or closed to adjust for comfort with the Face
Opening Lever (No. 3). By Pushing slightly down on the Face Opening Lever, slide cushions to adjust
opening. The Face Opening Lever must be released in one of eight positions to lock the cushions in place.

Paper Roll

The paper roll mounts conveniently inside the right-hand cushion.

Replacing the Paper Roll

1. Remove the paper hanger tension rod (No. 4) by compressing ends of the rod horizontally.
This will allow you to slide one end out, to remove the paper roll tube.

2. Slide a new paper roll on the tension rod so that it rolls off the bottom side. Compress the rod
ends horizontally and set inside the head cushion.

3. Swing the Center Bar (No. 5, Page 4) and Outside Cutting Bar (No. 6, Page 4) up. Route paper over the
cushions and down between the two outside cutting bars. Return both bars to their original position.

4. Trim the paper by supporting the paper cutting bar with one hand and pulling the paper up
along the bar’s edge.

Extension / Retraction Switch (#1)
The Extension / Retraction switch is used for directional control of the Pelvic cushion in the axial plane.

To extend the pelvic cushion:
1) Activate the toggle (#1) switch towards the rear of the table.

To retract the pelvic cushion
1) Activate the toggle switch (#1) towards the front of the table.

CAUTION!! Check the pelvic up speed and down speed before adjusting patient on the table.

Automatic Mode

The automatic mode is indicated by the (#2) “Indicator Light” emitting a green light.
A) To activate the Automatic mode press the Run Button (#2) so that the indicator light is on.
B) The pelvic cushion will continue to flex up and down until the desired time set, indicated by the timer knob (#4), expires.

C) To stop pelvic flexion simply push the red stop button (#3)

Auto Flexion Timer

The auto flexion timer (#4) is used when setting the time desired for auto flexion. The range of time is @ 1 to 20 minutes.
The timer, even when turned completely counterclockwise will result in the table auto flexing for about 1.5 minutes.
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Auto Pelvic Flexion

Down Delay

The down delay adjustment knob (#5) controls the amount of time the pelvic cushion stays in the lowest set position from 0 to 30 sec-
onds. Simply turn the knob clockwise to increase the delay.

Manual Flexion — Pressure Adjustment

To increase the pressure in manual flexion push the pressure build button (#6). To release pressure see page 12.

- If the auto flexion is stopped by the Patient Stop Switch, the red stop light (#8) will illuminate.
To reset the auto flexion press the reset switch (#7) and the auto flexion will resume.

The two Flexion control collars operate the distance of travel in the up (#1) and down (#2) motion on the pelvic cushion. The
limit switch (#3) senses the location of the collars.

To increase the upward motion slide collar (#1) down.
To decrease the upward motion slide collar (#1) up.

To increase the downward motion slide collar (#2) up.
To decrease the downward motion slide collar (#2) down.

If you are performing manual flexion the limit switch (#3) may end up outside of the slide collars. If this happens you will be
unable to use the auto flexion feature until the limit switch (#3) is in between the slide collars.

CAUTION!! Excessive speed may cause discomfort or injury to the patient, make sure to check the flexion speed before
adjusting any patients on the table.

# 2 Control Valve
Up Speed Control — The control valve (#1), regulates the speed in which the pelvic cushion travels up. Turning the valve clockwise will
decrease the speed, and turning in a counter clockwise direction will increase the speed.

Down Speed Control — The control valve (#2) regulates the speed in which the pelvic cushion travels down. Turning the valve clockwise
will decrease the speed, and turning in a counter clockwise direction will increase the speed.

A CAUTION!! To avoid possible injury or discomfort, the following precautionary steps should be taken before
operating the auto flexion.

1) The flexion handle (page 10, #4) should be up (parallel with floor) in the lock position.
2) The lateral side-bending handle (page 10, # 5) should be down in lock position.
3) The rotation handle (page 13. # 1) should be pulled forward into lock position.

4) Run auto flexion without a patient, to adjust depth and speed.
